ERGONOMIC RECOMMENDATIONS

away from your eyes. When using the monitor over a prolonged time, a ten minute break every hour 
is recommended as looking at the screen continuously can cause eye strain.

	When button operations are aborted during adjustment, On-Screen Display disappears 
when the time set for the “OSD Time Out” has passed. Also, the Navigation Button 
LEFT  can be used to return previous menu and turn off the On-Screen Display. 

	Any changes are automatically saved in the memory when the On-Screen Display 
disappears. Turning off the power should be avoided while using the Menu.
